ELLIOT HIKE – Monday 29th August

The local hiking company, Middle Marches Guided Walks has put together a special walk with particular points of Elliot interest.

Description of the Hike – The hike will start at the old Stobs army camp a few miles south of Hawick.     A good track will take us to a wonderful view and a fine example of an iron age fort.    From there we make our way to Peelbraehope, the site of an old Elliot settlement.     There is now an optional extra walk to the famous Tinlee Stane, where drovers and thieves would meet to exchange cattle and money.     On our return from Peelbraehope we will divert down a small valley to join the route of the Waverley railway line (closed in 1969).    This peaceful section is good for spotting birds of prey and of course, Stobs Castle, the seat of some of the Elliot chiefs.

Distance – 9 miles/1200 ft. ascent.    Tinlee Stane is an extra 1.5 miles.
